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GRANT

MWiB Small Discretionary Grants aim to support women in the Methodist Church. They can be used to cover the costs of training, or to support projects where a small defined injection of funding would be beneficial, such as the purchase of resources to support ongoing work in your church.

Criteria
1. Training or a project enables participants to know Christ better, and helps to make him known more widely.
2. Training and projects help to empower, enable and equip women to better serve their community.
3. Funding will be used to help raise awareness of poverty or financial hardship anywhere in the world.
4. Funding will not be given to support building works.
5. Funding will not be given to support salaries and ongoing staff costs.

Applications should be made in writing giving details of how monies will be used.
Grants of up to £1000 are available on a matched funding basis, but requests for more funding may be considered in special circumstances.

Applications will be considered on an individual basis by the Finance Task Group and applicants will be notified of the decision within one month of the appropriate meeting in November, January, March or June.
