Criteria
1. The gift will help to advance the Christian faith - seeking “to know Christ and to make him known”.

2. The gift will help to develop the capacity and skills of women members of the Methodist Church, enabling them to participate more fully in the life of the church, their community, and society.

3. The gift will help to combat injustice and poverty in local communities and around the world.
(It may be helpful to consult the MWiB constitution for full information).
4. Gifts will not be made to fund capital project [building work]

5. Gifts will not be made to pay salary or ongoing staff costs.

       6.   The organisation must have a bank account and correct bank details must be given for a gift to be awarded. Personal bank accounts cannot be used.  You will be asked to give full name and address and bank details including account numbers and sort codes.  You will also be asked for the currency to be used.  The payment will be made through the C.A.F. Bank.
Applications will be discussed by the MWIB executive and brought to the Autumn Trustee Meeting for approval. Please give full details below to enable MWIB to understand your project and how it will affect women and children.
